City and served 
through the Quaker 
Seminary some of the 
cityôs most poor and 
disenfranchised.   
 

 

In August,  nineteen youth and adults will be 
returning to Pine Ridge SD to the ReMem-
ber mission to serve amongst the Lakota 

Nation.  It is the 
first intentional   
intergenerational 
week-long mission 
trip in many, many 
years.  Doing    
justice is a central  
imperative in Juda-
ism, Christianity, 

and Islam. The bible emphasizes right  rela-
tionships within communities as building 
blocks of justice. Justice means that we deal 
fairly with others, recognizing the equality 
and dignity of all. It requires that we work to 
insure that all people, especially the poor 
and the weak, have access to opportunities. 
It assumes that none of us is free until all of 
us are.  In justice work words can be as 
forceful as deeds ð the prophets of old  

proved that.  ñWhat does 
the Lord require of us?ò  
Each of us has a duty to 
name injustices when we 
see them. ñTo do jus-
ticeò, we are all called as 
Christians to stand up 

and be counted when we experience injustice.  
 
Although justice work can be difficult, it holds 
many and great gifts.  I  have discovered  that 
justice work is often trying and  unpopular and 
yet it always brings me great joy.   
 
The joy I experience grows from living my 
faith.  Mission ex-
periences and trips 
offer me ways to 
participate in serv-
ing the ñleast of 
theseò.

Cyberbullying a Worry for Parents  

  
A new survey finds more than half of the 

parents of teen-agers recently surveyed said 

that they're worried about cyberbullying.  

Cyberbullying, which usu-

ally means one teen or group 

of teens taunting or spread-

ing rumors about a peer 

online, has risen along with 

accessibility of the internet 

and the popularity of online social media. 

In a survey of more than 1,000 parents of 

teenagers aged 13 to 17 by the American Os-

teopathic Association, it was found that 85 

percent of those polled reported that their 

children had social media accounts. About 52 

percent of parents said cyberbullying was a 

concern. 

 

"Cyberbullying by using computers and 

smart phones to send rumors or post cruel 

messages has become more prevalent in     
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recent years," Dr. Jennifer Caudle, bullying 

expert and an osteopathic family physician in 

Little Rock, Ark. explains.  "Even though 

there might not be physical injuries,ò she 

states, ñcyberbullying leaves deep emotional 

scars on the victim." 

 

The survey also revealed that one in six par-

ents knew their child had been the victim of a 

cyberbully. Some of the kids teased or har-

assed online were as young as 9 years old. In 

most cases, the cyberbullying was not a one 

time occurrence, but rather happened repeat-

edly.   

 

Cyberbullying can lead to 

anxiety, depression, loss of 

interest in socializing, ag-

gression toward others the 

victim can bully, poor aca-

demic performance, and suicidal thoughts, 

Caudle said. 

 

More than 75 percent of parents said they 

have discussed cyberbullying with their chil-

dren, while 86 percent said they joined their 

child's online social network so they can 

monitor their teens' interactions. Two out of 

three parents also said they monitor the secu-

rity settings on their children's social media 

accounts. 

 

The survey also found that 

one in seven parents have 

barred their children from 

using online social media, 

but keeping teens off these 

networking sites may prove 

more difficult. Although just about all teens, 

or 97 percent, access their accounts from a 

home computer, many also log on using smart 

phone or mobile devices.
